COURSE OF TRAINING FOR STUDENTS.

Nature of Training.

The training is both theoretical and practical in character.
The theoretical training aims to give an understanding of
educational principles and methods, and opportunity is given
to the student to apply her theories at the Free Kindergarten
and at two private Primary Schools and Kindergartens, each

of which is directed by an experienced graduate of the Sydney
Training College.

Kindergarten training helps to make a woman broader
and more sympathetic in her out-look upon life. She learns
to look upon education as a life building process which
continues throughout life, and her close association with
little children develops such qualities as sincerity. patience,
and insight in a marked degree, and fits her to be an ideal
wife and mother should she become a home maker, and under

any circumstances makes her a more helpful woman than if

she had not had the training.
