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Applicants who have passed the Universiity
Entrance or School Certificate examinations
are eligible for the Course.

Applicants with School Certificate must be

17 yvears of age on the last day of February

of the year training commences. There is
no minimur age. for those with higher
gualifications.

Applicants under 17 vears of age on the last
day of February must have a gualification

higher than School Certificate, i.e. a Lower
Sixth Form Certificate or -University Entrance.

A warm personality, poise, eagerness to

learn and to accept responsibility, clear
speech, an interest in the creative arts, and
a fondnegs for children, are all gualities
esgential to a member of the fteaching
profession.

An applicant must be in good heaith, and free
from any physical defect, that would affect
her work with children.

Bach applicant must furnish an original
Tegtimonial from either the Minister of
her Church or some person of standing in
her community, not a school testimonial.
